 Dr. Gray also conducted a Marriage Mentor training class.  We will 

soon begin our marriage mentor program.  In a nutshell, a mentor couple is as-

signed to a mentee couple.  They commit to meeting once per month at a mutually agreed upon 

time and place.  Each month they cover one of the 12 conversations outlined in the program.  

These conversations focus on things like:  Thankfulness, Healthy Marriage Habits, Leaving and 

Cleaving, Money, Communication, Problem Solving, Balancing Time, and Celebrating the Holi-

days.  The couples simply tell their stories and share their experiences, as they feel comfortable. 

 I’ve said before, it would have been helpful for me to have had a mentor when Yonnie 

and I first were married.  I am very confident that this will be a huge benefit to all involved. 

 There are also components for couples who are dating/engaged.  Also, we learned that 

mentoring is helpful at various stages of life, like when a couple is newly married, has children, 

when their children begin school, or leave home.  So, virtually every couple can benefit! 

 If you were not able to be here, but are interested in learning more, let me know.  We will 

conduct another training session within a week or so, and this will be the time to “officially” get 

involved.  Meanwhile, fill out one of the forms available in the foyer.  There is a separate form 

for Mentors and Mentees.
