 It is time to get ready for camp again!  Our week is June 14-20.  It is open to 

kids going into 6th grade and up.  We encourage all of our youth to go to camp.  It is a 

great week and they will benefit immensely by it.  If your child is just entering the 

youth group (we promote at the end of this school year, and if they are going into 6th 

grade they are in the youth group), or if your child is fairly new to the congregation, 

camp is the best way for them to really plug in to the group. We also join with the groups from Sunset in 

Miami, West Broward, and two in the Tampa/St. Petersburg area.  These groups have become very close 

through the years.  Camp is a wonderful thing and I’ve enjoyed every year I’ve gone.  This will be my 

11th year.  It will probably also be my last, since Josh will graduate this year.  I really recommend it for 

all our kids.   

 We also need adult staff.  If you are even thinking about going please speak to me.  Staff persons 

must complete several HRS forms, background checks, etc.  You need some time to get all that done, so 

don’t delay!   

 About two weeks ago I was driving north on Flamingo through the area of Davie before reaching 

I-595/SR 84.  I’ve driven that road thousands of times through the years and I know it extremely well.  

About the time I reached the light at 595, it occurred to me that I’d arrived there without realizing it.  My 

mind was on other things and I had been on “autopilot” since turning at Flamingo.  I didn’t notice the 

light at the fire station, the neighborhood where the Webb’s live, or anything.
