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Making Connections... John Palmer

This morning is the second of three worship assemblies that have been
planned to not be alike. I’ve mentioned it in previous bulletins and have had
discussions with several about it.

The point of it is this: We know that worship is for God. But when we
come into the presence of God, we should not be complacent or slip into rou-
tine. Being in God’s presence—and worshipping Him—should engage heart, soul, mind, and
strength. Worship should not be boring or something we do out of obligation.

It is widely accepted that adherence to the same format/order of worship for months/
years contributes to much of what worship should NOT be. Hence, the purposeful, planned,
changes.

I know that change brings discomfort in many ways. But remember—the format we’ve
followed for so long is not mandated by Scripture. It is merely a habit, a tradition. Tradition is
not bad, usually. But following tradition is also not required by God. In fact, Jesus had much to
say against the constraints tradition put on people who sought God. We need to be objective
enough to accept that if it was a problem for the Jewish leaders of Jesus’ day, it could be a prob-
lem for us as well.

But that is not what we want for ourselves.

We have a team in place to help in planning worship services. The team represents a
cross-section of our family and includes men from leadership as well as members. The plan is to
rotate team-members every few months so that it is not a burden and provides opportunities for
more people to be involved. If you are a member, you may well be asked to participate one day.

Our goal is not to disrupt but to enhance. And we will be Biblical above all!
