Happy Easter! What a great time to get together with family and
friends and enjoy the holiday.

Easter, like most other holidays, has become a mostly secular holi-
day. Stroll through the local stores and you’ll see baskets, eggs, chocolate rabbits and all
kinds of other things. But today is a day of great significance to the Christian world. It
is the day of Jesus’ resurrection.

Of all the holidays with religious connections, Easter is best attested. Jesus was
