Haciendo Conexiones... 

 Those of us who’ve lived in South Florida for more than two or three years 

remember some very active hurricane seasons.  There were a couple years we were 

just “worn out” by them.  They became so common we nearly forgot how powerful 

they were.   

 Fortunately, we could be reminded—usually right in the middle of one!—without terrible dam-

age or injury.  What we may not realize is, other storms surround us...and many of them are much more 

difficult to escape. 

 Life, as we all know, is challenging.  We all experience problems and troubles and trials and 

temptations.  We all suffer from bad choices and destructive behaviors, whether they are ours or those 

of another.  Such times bring on storms. 

 Financial problems, family difficulties, health issues, job worries, national or regional con-

cerns...I could go on, but you get the idea.  When we find ourselves in the middle of any of these it 

feels like a storm.  No, we don’t have literal wind and waves, but we are frightened, confused and over-

whelmed just the same. 

 Those with a worldly outlook turn to worldly means of coping.  But that often becomes just an-

other storm we have to experience. 

 One thing to remember, our Lord is present with us and He cares.  In Mark’s account (Mark 

4:35-41) of Jesus calming the storm, the disciples ask Him, “Teacher, don’t you care if we drown?” 

 Jesus first rebuked the storm...then He rebuked His friends.  “Why are you so afraid?  Do you 

still have no faith?” 

 He can—and does—calm the storms of our lives.  But we have to trust Him.  Any other ap-

proach is pointless...and puts us at the mercy of the storms!
