 Hope can be powerful.  We all experience it in a variety of ways.  

Many years ago I hoped for a different job.  I’d interviewed and thought 

it was favorable.  As I waited to hear that I’d been hired, my hope moti-

vated me to do some things. 

 I began thinking as if I had the position.  I observed my boss and tried to learn 

things that would be helpful.  I started making plans...what would I do the first day, the 

first week, etc.   I even contemplated my wardrobe...should I buy a new suit?   

 The point is, when hope is real there are results in our lives.  Our lesson this morn-

ing is about hope that leads to faith and love.  Our hope for heaven, for a relationship 

with Christ and with God strengthens faith.  If heaven is my destination, how trustworthy 

is God now?  How can I demonstrate my dependence on Him? 

 Hope also cultivates love.  When heaven and our connection with God becomes 

real, we consider:  If I’m going to be in heaven with this person (or these people) how 

should that affect our relationship now?  As we mature in the Lord, we begin to realize 

that love must extend far wider than we imagined earlier. 

 We also realize, if hope is real, then we can endure much more than we might 

have thought.  Trials, problems, challenges, difficulties can all be taken in stride or over-

come—or even worked through with great effort—if hope is real enough to us.   

 I got that job, by the way.  It was my first “real job” out of college.  And in the 

early days the preparations I’d made—based in hope—proved to be helpful!
